Though an examination of the formal international legal regimes, including the Montreal Protocol on Ozone Depleting Substances, the Framework Convention on Climate Change (and the Kyoto Protocol thereto), the Convention on Biological Diversity, the Convention to Regulate International Trade in Endangered Species of Flora and Fauna, and the Basel Convention students will gain an understanding of significant global environmental issues and the legal regimes that govern them.  Alongside international agreements, the course will focus on the growing importance of regional environmental legal conventions such as the Bamako Convention governing the transport of hazardous waste in Africa and the Cartagena Convention for the Protection and Development of the Marine Environment in the Wider Caribbean Region.  Moreover, in light of increased attention to economic relationship between individual nations under the forces of globalization, the course will provide a special emphasis on the role of multilateral agreements trade agreements such as the North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) and the Central America-Dominican Republic-United States Free Trade Agreement (CAFTA-DR) as legal regimes governing environmental affairs between nations.
